WGA's mission is to inspire women to be strategic philanthropists and invest in the lives of women and girls in Northeast Florida.

Applications are due no later than 11:59 p.m. on Wednesday, January 21, 2026. All application materials, including the demographic survey you will be directed to upon clicking submit, must be received by the deadline. One-year grant projects must occur between July 1, 2026, and June 30, 2028.

Eligibility criteria for all applicants:
· Organization must have a current 501(c)(3) status (or a formal agreement with a fiscal sponsor) and a minimum two-year work history. 
· Organization must serve at least one of these counties: Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau, Putnam, St. Johns
· Requests for a two-year grant can be made for up to $125,000.00 but a minimum of $50,000.00
· Applicants cannot apply for more than one WGA grant this year. You must select either the one-year grant up to $10,000.00 or the two-year grant up to $125,000.00. NOTE: Organizations that apply for the one-year grant MUST have an annual operating budget of $250,000.00 or less. 
· Organization or program for which funding will support must exclusively serve women and/or girls.

We are not able to fund:
· Athletic associations
· Fundraising event sponsorships
· School-based organizations (PTAs, boosters, etc.)
· Requests outside our region (our region includes Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau, Putnam, St. Johns counties)
